Group 1
- Learning village: make it a movie theatre - smart board, cupholders and feet rests, enough for one class, board game areas at the side, carpeted floor, shelf for all the DVDs, computer for playing movies, “sell” popcorn and healthy snacks from the kitchen (fundraising?), bring your own snacks, use it as a reward system for students.

Group 2
- Stage: make it a mindfulness spot, tipis to go in to do mindfulness, cushions, smartboard and whiteboard to draw (mindful drawing), you can bring your food in into half of it (half mindfulness, half eating, mindful eating). Nature inspired (fake grass carpet and trees), alternative to lunchroom with teacher supervisor (if it’s too loud and they can’t focus to eat), iPads. Each class gets a turn after lunch to use the space. 
- Because it’s a big area so several people can do mindfulness, not just one or two (bigger space).
Feedback: could have talked a bit louder/expression, the idea is exciting

Group 3
- Learning Commons: take all the tiles out, paint them and put them in the mindfulness room, singular coloured tiles and it will be an animation room with a TV, you can create and develop your own characters, cartoons and animation, as a reward time or school projects, the entire room would be colourful. Screening room as well. Furniture would have to go so we have more space. 
- Because the mindfulness room can only have a couple people in at a time (e.g.: four people max), have more people or even a whole audience, working space.
Feedback: TV would be expensive, maybe a smartboard instead, what about the mindfulness room, like the colourful idea
